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Abstract— This template gives you guidelines to prepare papers for ICCCP 2009 Conference. Use this document as a template if you are using Microsoft Word 6.0 or later. Otherwise, use this document as an instruction set. Please note that use of ICCCP 2009 templates is meant to assist authors in correctly formatting manuscripts for submission. This template must be used for both initial and final submissions. An abstract should be 100 to 200 words, and should clearly state the nature and significance of the paper. Abstracts must not include mathematical expressions or bibliographic references. 
Index Terms— Keywords should closely reflect the topic and should optimally characterize the paper. Use about four key words or phrases in alphabetical order, separated by commas.
I. INTRODUCTION

T
HIS document provides style guidelines which must be respected by authors in order to ensure the uniform appearance of articles published in ICCCP 2009 Conference. This document should be used as a model, particularly for the first page, the headers, sub-titles, headings, etc. Articles should be no longer than 6 pages. 

Copy the file ICCCP2009.doc from ICCCP website which can be considered as a model to follow.

Then, when opening a new file in MSWord, you can choose to create it as ICCCP 2009 model.

If your paper is already written, you can create a new file as ICCCP model and then you proceed with "copy-paste" from the old written file you have prepared. 

II. First Title of Paragraph
 The main body of the text is in Times Roman (Mac)/Times New Roman (PC), 10pt, lower case, without breaks in the text, and with a 5mm indent at the beginning of each paragraph. All text is justified. 

Authors wishing to emphasize a term may use bold or italic but never underscore.

Be careful not to isolate a sentence on the top or the bottom of the page. In order to do so, use the following setting:

Format > Paragraph > Line and Page Breaks > check Widow/Orphan Control box.
If you are using Word on a PC or Mac, use the following settings. In the menu go to:

File > page setup > margins > 
Top: 0.7”, Bottom: 
0.7” cm, Left: 0.65” cm, Right: 0.65” cm, Header: 0.3”, Footer: 0.3”.
III. Headers
View > Header and Footer > On the Header and Footer toolbar write the short title of the conference: (ICCCP 2009), all flush right (see headers of this document for an example).
IV. Main Title
Capitalize the first letter of nouns, pronouns, verbs, adjectives, and adverbs; do not capitalize articles, coordinate conjunctions or prepositions unless the title begins with such a word (Times New Roman 24 pts).
V. Authors’ Names
Author’s name is to be centered beneath the title. Multiple authors may be separated by comma (Times New Roman 11 pts 0 pts above, 16 pts below). Affiliations should come as footnotes in the bottom of the first page left-hand side column (Times New Roman 8 pts). Include e-mail addresses if possible.

VI. Paragraph Titles and Headings

All first headings should be centered in the column. All sub-headings should be aligned left, with no indent, numbered. The spacing before and after headings depends on their location in the text (at the top of a page, followed by another heading, etc.). It is preferable not to exceed the second level of sub-headings.
They are presented as follows:

A. Sub-Heading first level

1) Sub-Heading second level

Headings should not be isolated at the bottom of the page; they should always be followed by a paragraph.
VII. Figures

Figures, illustrations and tables should be incorporated into the text. Figures and illustrations are numbered 1 to n in the articles, as are tables. The legends are in Times New Roman 8pt with no indent, Fig. x and caption in Times New Roman 8pt centered.

VIII. Equations

Formulae referred to in the text are numbered from (1) to (n) in brackets. The number is put on the first or last line of the formula, flush right. The formula is centered and separated from the text by one blank line above and below. If the formula runs over one line, half a blank line should be left between each line. Equation font size is 10pts.
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IX. 
Footnotes

These are numbered 1 to n in the body of the article. At the foot
 of the page the text of the footnote is in Times New Roman, 8pts, justified with 0.14” first line indent. 
X. Conclusion

This document gives the instructions to respect in order to ensure the uniform appearance of articles published in the proceedings of the International Conference On Communication, Computer And Power ICCCP 2009 (with ISSN 1813-419X). This conference will be held from 15 to 18 February 2009 in Muscat, Sultanate of Oman. 
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References

These should be in Times New Roman, 8pt on 10pt. The references are listed at the end of the article in numerical ascending order (Times New Roman 8 pts, 0 pts above, 0 pts below: ICCCP Ref ). In the main body of the article they are presented as follows:[1] for one reference, [2-3] for several consecutive references and [2,6] for several non consecutive references. They are justified with no indent.
– For books: title in italic, the rest in Times New Roman.

– For journal and proceedings, title of the journal/conference in italic, the rest in Times New Roman.

– For internal reports and thesis: all text is in Times New Roman.
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
